ADOPTER AGREEMENT
The following terms and conditions constitute a legal contract for the adoption of the dog referred to above (hereinafter referred to as “Border Collie” or “dog” regardless of age or sex) between Border Collie Rescue Texas, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as BCRT) and _____________________________ (hereinafter referred to as adopter).   These terms and conditions are entered into and agreed upon by both BCRT and the adopter and they acknowledge the legal worth of this contract.

Adopter agrees to all of the following terms of this contract and understands that non-compliance with the terms of this agreement gives BCRT representatives the right to reclaim this Border Collie without refund of adoption fee.

Please initial if in agreement:

_____1. To contribute an adoption donation in the amount of $200.00.

_____2. To immediately license, and place identification on the dog with tags and collar.

_____3. To provide shelter, fresh water,  proper food (dry kibbles are recommended to help keep teeth and gums clean, recommended brands, Nutromax, Purina One, Nature’s Recipe, Science Diet, Eukanuba and adequate companionship at all times. 
_____4. To provide annual veterinary examination, heartworm preventative, yearly stool samples, yearly vaccinations, rabies according to my state’s regulations, monthly flea prevention medication and dental care as determined by my veterinarian.

_____5. To follow positive training methods.
_____6. To notify a BCRT representative immediately if this Border Collie is lost, or stolen and to make every effort to locate the Border Collie.

_____7. If for any reason adopter is unable to keep this Border Collie, adopter will notify a BCRT representative to work with in finding an appropriate home for this Border Collie without refund of adoption fee.  Appropriate homes to be determined by the BCRT representative.  Transfer of ownership of this Border Collie is strictly prohibited without prior written authorization of BCRT.

_____8. To notify the BCRT representative if I move and give the new email address, physical address and phone number.

_____9. The above Border Collie will not be euthanized in a non-emergency situation without notifying a representative by registered letter and giving 14 days to respond.  

_____10. The adopter agrees to allow a BCRT representative to periodically check on this Border Collie to be assured of compliance with items #1 through #11.

_____11. To notify Sam Ford (bcsam122@verizon.net/ 800-683-8703) within five days of this date with an update of the above dog’s progress and again after adopter has owned the dog for one month, three months, and one year.

ENFORCEMENT OF CONTRACT

This Contract is binding and enforceable by Civil Law.  Any breach of this contract in part or whole requires that the adopter voluntarily relinquish said Border Collie and any papers that pertain to the Border Collie to BCRT’s designated representative within five days of notification at the adopter’s expense without entitlement of any refund or damages of any kind.

ANY and ALL suits for the breach of or enforcement of this contract concerning said Border Collie, Sam Ford, BCRT Representatives or Volunteers must be filed in Harris County, Texas.

RELEASE OF LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION

Adopter promises and agrees to be solely responsible for this animal and to indemnify and hold harmless Border Collie Rescue Texas, Inc., Sam Ford, BCRT Representatives and Volunteers, from any and all claims of liability for the conduct of this Border Collie on or after the date of this adoption and agreement of contract.
